The snow blowers are suitable exclusively for
clearing freshly fallen, loose wet snow and pow-
der snow on paved paths and areas — such as
patios, garage entrances, footpaths or car park-
ing spaces — in the private sector. The paths and
areas to be cleared must have a solid substrate
and a smooth surface, e.g. concrete paving,
granite paving or asphalt.

5.1  Fitting the lower brace (04, 05)

Mount the lower brace on the left and right at the

bottom of the snow blower.

1. Undo the screws (04/1).

2. Attach the lower brace (05/1).

3. Insert the bolts (05/2) through the lower
brace and tighten.

5.1a Fitting the operating panel (05a)

1. Hold upper brace (05a/1) incl. operating panel
against lower brace (05a/2).

2. Insert 2 bolts (05a/3) each through upper
brace and lower brace and tighten with two
washers (05a/4) and nuts (05a/5).

5.2 Hooking in and adjusting the Bowden
cables (06 - 11)

(11/a) until the Bowden cable no longer sags,
i.e. is slightly taut.

5.3 Fitting the gear selector lever (12 - 14)

1. Unscrew the nut (12/1) from the horizontal
fastening screw (12/2) (12/a) and pull the
mounting bolt out of the connecting bolt
(12/3) (12/b).

2. Insert the gear selector lever (13/1) through
the gear selector plate (13/2) (13/a).

3. Place the gear selector lever (14/1) on the
connecting bolt (14/2) (14/a).

4. Insert the horizontal mounting bolt and un-
screw the self-locking nut (14/3), but do not
tighten it yet.

5. Use the adjusting screw (14/4) to adjust the
inclination of the gear selector lever in such a
way that it engages in the recess for first gear
(13/3).

6. Move the gear selector lever through all
gears and check that the process is smooth.
If not, adjust the adjustment screw.

7. Tighten the lock nut (14/5) of the adjustment
screw.

8. Tighten the self-locking nut on the horizontal
mounting bolt.

5.4  Fitting the snow discharge spout (15-

1. Apply spray oil (or grease) to the sliding sur-
face (15/1) of the snow discharge spout on
the snow blower.

2. Fit the snow discharge spout (16/1) (16/a, 17/
a).

3. Insert the mounting bolts (17/2) through the
brackets and snow discharge spout from the
inside.

4. Secure the snow discharge spout with the
self-locking nuts (17/3).

5. Insert mounting bolts (18/1) through the large
guide plate (18/2)

6. Fit the small guide plate (18/3).

Note: The small guide plate must lie on top
of the large guide plate.

7. Insert the guide plates with the mounting
bolts from below into the snow discharge
spout (18/a).

8. Fit washers (18/4) onto the bolts.

9. Securely tighten the self-locking nuts (18/5).

5.5 Mount the hand crank for the snow

discharge spout (19 - 25)

1. Remove the handle (19/1) from the connect-
ing rod:
= Unscrew the mounting bolt (19/2) (19/a).
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= Remove the washer (19/3).

2. Insert the connecting rod (20/1) with the han-
dle side from below into the upper guide
(20/2) on the guide bar (20/3) (20/a).

Note: The guide is already fitted.

3. Remove the safety pin (21/1) and washer
(21/2) at the bottom of the connecting rod
(21/a).

4. Insert the connecting rod (22/1) into the lower
guide (22/2) on the snow ejector spout (22/a).
The snow ejector spout must be rotated so
that the spiral (22/3) on the connecting rod
fits into the gaps (22/4) in the snow ejector
spout.

Note: If the connecting rod cannot be moved
to the lower guide or can only be moved with
difficulty, loosen the upper guide and tighten

it again after installing the connecting rod.

5. Fit the washer (23/1) and insert the safety pin
(2312).

6. Bend over the ends of the safety pin (24/1)
(24/a).

7. Mount the handle (25/1) on the connecting
rod (25/2):
= Fit the handle (25/a).
= Fit the washer and screw in the mounting

bolt firmly (25/b).

5.6 Fitting the lighting [620 E Il and
620 B 1l only]

1. Unscrew the oil filler cap (28/1) and put it
down in a clean place.

2. Pour in oil through a funnel.

3. Check the oil level.

4. Securely tighten and clean the oil filler neck.
Note: Refer to the engine operating instruc-
tions for correct checking of the oil level.

6.3  Filling with petrol (28)

1. Unscrew the tank cap (28/2) and put it down
in a clean place.

2. Pour in petrol through a funnel.

3. Securely tighten the fuel filler cap and clean
the tank filler neck.
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6.4 Checking the tyre pressure (29)

1. Check the tyre pressure particularly before
using for the first time in the winter and at
least every three months during the season.
The maximum permissible tyre pressure is in-
dicated on the tyres (29/1).

Note: 1 bar = approx. 14.5 psi
2. Inflate the tyres uniformly using a tyre pump.

6.5 Adjusting the clearing height (30 - 32)
